For in those days there will be such tribulation as has not been from the beginning of the creation that Alhym 

(God) created until now, and never will be. Mark 13:19  

But you, O Bethlehem Ephrathah, who are too little to be among the clans of Yahudah (Judah), from you shall 

come forth for me one who is to be ruler in Yasharal (Israel), whose coming forth is from of old, from ancient 

days. Micah 5:2 

As he sat on the Mount of Olives, the disciples came to him privately, saying, “Tell us, when will these things 

be, and what will be the sign of your coming and of the end of the age?” 4 And [SWHY (Yahusha) answered 

them, “See that no one leads you astray. 5 For many will come in my name, saying, ‘I am the Christ (The 

Anointed One),’ and they will lead many astray. 6 And you will hear of wars and rumors of wars. See that 

you are not alarmed, for this must take place, but the end is not yet. 7 For nation will rise against nation, 

and kingdom against kingdom, and there will be famines and earthquakes in various places. 8 All these are but 

the beginning of the birth pains.  9 “Then they will deliver you up to tribulation and put you to death, and you 

will be hated by all nations for my name's sake. 10 And then many will fall away and betray one another and hate 

one another. 11 And many false prophets will arise and lead many astray. 12 And because lawlessness will be 

increased, the love of many will grow cold. 13 But the one who endures to the end will be saved. 14 And this 

gospel of the kingdom will be proclaimed throughout the whole world as a testimony to all nations, and then the 

end will come. 

The Abomination of Desolation 

15 “So when you see the abomination of desolation spoken of by the prophet Daniel, standing in the Qadosh 

(Holy) place (let the reader understand), 16 then let those who are in Judea flee to the mountains. 17 Let the one 

who is on the housetop not go down to take what is in his house, 18 and let the one who is in the field not turn 

back to take his cloak. 19 And alas for women who are pregnant and for those who are nursing infants in those 

days! 20 Pray that your flight may not be in winter or on a Sabbath. 21 For then there will be great 

tribulation, such as has not been from the beginning of the world until now, no, and never will be. 22 And if 

those days had not been cut short, no human being would be saved. But for the sake of the chosen believers 

those days will be cut short. 23 Then if anyone says to you, ‘Look, here is the Christ!’ or ‘There he is!’ do not 

believe it. 24 For false Christ’s and false prophets will arise and perform great signs and wonders, so as to lead 

astray, if possible, even the chosen believers. 25 See, I have told you beforehand. 26 So, if they say to you, 

‘Look, he is in the wilderness,’ do not go out. If they say, ‘Look, he is in the inner rooms,’ do not believe 

it. 27 For as the lightning comes from the east and shines as far as the west, so will be the coming of the Son of 

Man. 28 Wherever the corpse is, there the vultures will gather. 

The Coming of the Son of Man 

29 “Immediately after the tribulation of those days the sun will be darkened, and the moon will not give its light, 

and the stars will fall from Shamym (Heavens), and the powers of the Shamym (Heavens) will be 

shaken. 30 Then will appear in Shamym (Heavens) the sign of the Son of Man, and then all the tribes of the earth 

will mourn, and they will see the Son of Man coming on the clouds of Shamym (Heavens) with power and great 

glory. 31 And he will send out his Malakym (Angels) with a loud trumpet call, and they will gather his elect 

from the four winds, from one end of Shamym (Heavens) to the other. 32 “From the fig tree learn its lesson: as 

soon as its branch becomes tender and puts out its leaves, you know that summer is near. 33 So also, when you 

see all these things, you know that he is near, at the very gates. 34 Truly, I say to you, this generation will not 



pass away until all these things take place. 35 (Heavens) and earth will pass away, but my words will not pass 

away. 

No One Knows That Day and Hour 

36 “But concerning that day and hour no one knows, not even the Malakym (Angels) of Shamym (Heavens), nor 

the Son, but the Father only. 37 For as were the days of Noah, so will be the coming of the Son of Man. 38 For as 

in those days before the flood they were eating and drinking, marrying and giving in marriage, until the day 

when Noah entered the ark, 39 and they were unaware until the flood came and swept them all away, so will be 

the coming of the Son of Man. 40 Then two (2) men will be in the field; one (1) will be taken and one (1) 

left. 41 Two (2) women will be grinding at the mill; one (1) will be taken and one (1) left. 42 Therefore, stay 

awake, for you do not know on what day your Adonai is coming. 43 But know this, that if the master of the 

house had known in what part of the night the thief was coming, he would have stayed awake and would not 

have let his house be broken into. 44 Therefore you also must be ready, for the Son of Man is coming at an hour 

you do not expect.  45 “Who then is the faithful and wise servant, whom his master has set over his household, to 

give them their food at the proper time? 46 (Baruk (Blessed) is that servant whom his master will find so doing 

when he comes. 47 Truly, I say to you, he will set him over all his possessions. 48 But if that wicked servant says 

to himself, ‘My master is delayed,’ 49 and begins to beat his fellow servants and eats and drinks 

with drunkards, 50 the master of that servant will come on a day when he does not expect him and at an hour he 

does not know 51 and will cut him in pieces and put him with the hypocrites. In that place there will be weeping 

and gnashing of teeth. Matthew 24:3-51 

[SWHY (Yahusha) said, referring to the days before His (2) second coming: And there will be fearful sights 

and Great Signs from Shamym (Heavens) Luke 21:11. 

But understand this, that in the last days there will come times of difficulty. For people will be lovers of self, 

lovers of money, proud, arrogant, abusive, disobedient to their parents, ungrateful, unholy, heartless, 

unappeasable, slanderous, without self-control, brutal, not loving good, treacherous, reckless, swollen with 

conceit, lovers of pleasure rather than lovers of Alhym (God), having the appearance of godliness, but denying 

its power. Avoid such people. 6 For among them are those who creep into households and capture weak 

women, burdened with sins and led astray by various passions, 7 always learning and never able to arrive at a 

knowledge of the truth. 8 Just as Jannes and Jambres opposed Moshah (Moses), so these men also oppose the 

truth, men corrupted in mind and disqualified regarding the Amunah (Faith). 9 But they will not get very far, for 

their folly will be plain to all, as was that of those two (2) men. 

All Scripture Is Breathed Out by hWHY (Yahuah) 

10 You, however, have followed my teaching, my conduct, my aim in life, my Amunah (Faith), my patience, 

my love, my steadfastness, 11 my persecutions and sufferings that happened to me at Antioch, at Iconium, 

and at Lystra—which persecutions I endured; yet from them all Adonai rescued me. 12 Indeed, all who desire 

to live a godly life in [SWHY (Yahusha) Ha Mashiach will be persecuted, 13 while evil people and impostors 

will go on from bad to worse, deceiving and being deceived. 14 But as for you, continue in what you have 

learned and have firmly believed, knowing from whom you learned it 15 and how from childhood you have 

been acquainted with the sacred writings, which are able to make you wise for salvation through Amunah 

(Faith) in [SWHY (Yahusha) Ha Mashiach. 16 All Scripture is breathed out by hWHY (Yahuah) and profitable 

for teaching, for reproof, for correction, and for training in righteousness, 17 that the man of hWHY 

(Yahuah) may be complete, equipped for every good work. 2 Timothy 3:1-17

Earth Quakes: The numbers of earthquakes worldwide from 2000 to 2019. In 2019, a total of 1,637 

earthquakes with magnitude of five (5) or more were recorded worldwide. There has been a rise in geo-physical 

events including earthquakes and tsunamis which have killed more people than any of the other natural hazards. 

There will be great earthquakes, and in various places famines and pestilences. And there will be terrors and 

great signs from Shamym (Heavens). Luke 21:11

Crown (wreath, tiara).   

The numerical value of the Hebrew word, keter, which means crown is the gematria 620. In Jewish synagogues 

A crown is placed on top of every Turah scroll, it’s called a keter. The symbolism is obvious. The crown above 

the Turah demonstrates the relationship of the 10 Commandments to the rest of the Turah. The keter (the 

crown) is the most powerful symbol of our connection with hWHY (Yahuah). The word Corona as 

in Coronavirus comes from the Latin word for crown. Perhaps we need to consider the world’s present affliction 

not just in the context of a disease caused by pathogens but as a divine message reminding us that we have been 

given our lives to invest them with meaning and virtue as defined by hWHY (Yahuah)'s 10 Commandments. 

The 10 Commandments are the biblical source of the most basic system of ethical and moral behavior. In the 

original Abry (Hebrew), the language in which the Commandments were inscribed by hWHY (Yahuah) on the 

two (2) tablets, there are exactly 620 letters.  620 would seem to be a number with no particular theological 

significance. It would’ve been perfect and readily comprehensible if there were exactly 613 letters in the 10 

Commandments. Those are the numbers of mitzvot given to the Abry (Hebrew) people in the Turah. The 10 

Commandments are the principles inherent in all of Hebrew law.  

But what is the meaning of 620 letters? It is explained that while the number of mitzvot is 613, the number 

seven (7) represents universal law and perfection. Thus 620 is the sum of the 613 remembered 7 days a week, 

the totality of divine guidance. 

Natural Disasters: At least 207 natural disasters were recorded globally in the first six (6) months of 2020 — 

this is above the 21st century average (2000-2019) of 185 disasters. The number of events exceeded average in 



all regions except the Americas.  There was an increase of at least 27% in natural disasters recorded during the 

same time in 2019. In the period 2000 to 2019, there were 7,348 major recorded disaster events claiming 1.23 

million lives, affecting 4.2 billion people (many on more than one occasion) 

 

It’s getting downright prophetical out there.  With deadly viruses spanning the entire globe, rivers turning red, 

Frogs, Animals dying off at record numbers, like birds falling out of the sky in flocks, Sea life dying off and 

filling beaches and water ways, so maybe it’s time to take a look at the ten (10) plagues of Mytsrym (Egypt), in 

the book of Exodus to see how the second (2nd) Exodus could be playing out before us? 

Pesach (Passover) asks us to remember the 10 plagues which hWHY (Yahuah) sent against the Mytsrym 

(Egyptians). With the help of Scripture, we know the purpose behind these afflictions of a people. hWHY 

(Yahuah) had a plan. 

The Ten (10) Plagues: 

1. Rivers turn Red: Russia, Mexico, New York, Arkansas, Jamaica, Turkey. China, Egypt and even Israel. 

2. Frogs: In the English town of Chesterfield, frogs are frightening people by emerging through sinks and 

drains and sometimes just lurking on the sides of toilet bowls.   

In Florida, toxic toads are invading homeowners’ yards. Cane toads ooze a milky, toxic substance called 

bufotoxin, which is deadly to cats and dogs if they bite, sniff or lick the giant toads. The toxin is also dangerous 

for humans, and people should wear gloves and protective gear when disposing of the toads, according to the 

Florida Fish and Wildlife Conservation Commission.  

3. Lice / gnats: A few months ago, a lice infestation hit Washington State University in Pullman, east of 

Seattle. Lice also popped up in a public-school system in Quincy, Massachusetts.  

As for gnats, yeah, they’re here, too. “Outbreak of biting gnats, black flies in Baton Rouge,” said a recent 

headline from WBRZ-TV. “Unfortunately, they can’t be controlled with the spraying of insecticides designed to 



control mosquitoes,” according to a statement from the East Baton Rouge Parish Mosquito Abatement and 

Rodent Control Center. 

Lice and fleas can transmit the bacteria Yersinia pestis, which causes bubonic plague that is currently sweeping 

across China. 

4. Wild beasts: Rabbis have interpreted the word for the Fourth (4th) Plague — arov — to mean either wild 

animals, hornets or mosquitoes. Let’s jump right to hornets. Giant hornets were spotted for the first time in 

America in December — another gift from Asia, like the coronavirus. The hornets kill upwards of 50 people in 

China and Japan each year, and they also attack honeybees, which pollinate the fruits and vegetables we eat. 

Scientists fear the hornets, like the stink bugs that emerged in the U.S. several years ago, will soon sweep the 

nation (again, like the coronavirus). 

Scripture also says hordes of wild animals were roving all over the country. And with humans hunkered down, 

they are. “Animals have started taking advantage of cities as they enter lockdown during the coronavirus 

pandemic. From New Delhi, India, to Buenos Aires, Argentina, groups of animals including deer and lemurs 

have started to come out to explore — in search of food or just to play,”  

Most commonly, people interpret the fourth (4th) plague to mean wild animals such as venomous snakes or 

scorpions, or even lions or bears.  However, according to academics J.S. Marr and C.D. Malloy, the fourth (4th) 

plague represents a swarm of flies, similar to those that caused havoc in Lough Neagh, Northern Ireland, 

recently. 

5. Pestilence: “The hand of hWHY (Yahuah) will bring a terrible plague on your livestock in the field.   

Deber 1698. murrain, pestilence, plague, from; 1696. Dabar To Speak, answer, appoint, bid, command, 

commune, declare, destroy, give.  A primitive root; perhaps properly, to arrange; but used figuratively (of 

words), to speak; rarely (in a destructive sense) to subdue -- answer, appoint, bid, command, commune, declare, 

destroy, give, name, promise, pronounce, rehearse, say, speak, be spokesman, subdue, talk, teach, tell, think, use 

(entreaties), utter. 

“COVID-19 may force farmers to kill, throw away livestock,” the Detroit Free Press wrote. “Lost demand with 

the closure or significant slowdown of restaurants, and COVID-19 outbreaks at meat packing plants nationwide, 

where employees work closely together, has slowed meat processing to a trickle,” the article said. “Millions of 

farm animals killed as U.S. food supply chain chokes up,” writes The Guardian. 

 

“Covid-related slaughterhouse shutdowns in the U.S. are leading to fears of meat shortages and price rises, 

while farmers are being forced to consider ‘depopulating’ their animals,” the piece said. 

6. Boils: “Festering boils will break out on men and animals throughout the land,”. That hasn’t happened yet. 

So perhaps, something to look forward to. 

7. Hail: “At this time tomorrow I will send the worst hailstorm that has ever fallen on Mytsrym (Egypt),”  

“Large Hailstorm Hits Northeast of Wichita, KS,” said one report. “Storm dumps hail deep enough to plow in 

Augusta County” in Virginia, said another. 

“Marionville, Mo. orchard damaged by Sunday’s hailstorm,” said a third. That’s a twofer — hail and pestilence. 

“Tennis ball size hail hits areas of Northwest Arkansas early Monday,” said a fourth.  Reports world wide of 

hail sized in sizes up to the size of softball or even grapefruit.  So, we got hail. 

8. Locusts: “Let my people go, so that they may worship me. If you refuse to let them go, I will bring locusts 

into your country tomorrow,”. 



“They’re back: Swarms of desert locusts are threatening large areas of pastures and crops, overwhelming 

countries in the Horn of Africa, the Middle East, and South Asia. China is experiencing this and many of these 

other plagues right now. 

9. Darkness for three (3) days. “Moshah (Moses) stretched out his hand toward the sky, and total darkness 

covered all Mitsrym (Egypt) for three (3) days,” but the Yasharalited (Israelites) enjoyed light in their 

dwellings. The plague of darkness may have been a solar eclipse or a cloud of volcanic ash, scholars say.But 

then it says “No one could see anyone else or leave his place for three (3) days.” Well, we’ve all been hunkered 

down for weeks or months, so this one is kinda happening.  

10. Death of first-born: This one hasn’t happened so far, but the Mayo Clinic says, “Although rare, children 

under age 1 (infants) are at higher risk of severe illness with COVID-19. This is likely due to their immature 

immune systems and smaller airways, which make them more likely to develop breathing issues with 

respiratory virus infections.”  But aren’t the elderly really our “first born,” our parents and grandparents? The 

fatality rate for them is far higher than for any age group.
